Information for Parents

Whenever a teacher has significant concerns about a student, they may
request a school Child Study Team (CST) meeting to discuss their concerns
and appropriate interventions. Scheduled monthly, a CST meeting is a school
based intervention meeting and is for school staff only.

A teacher may request a meeting if they have concerns about a student
and/or if they are considering: retention, the suitability of a special education
evaluation, language concerns OR if they simply have concerns and would
like some suggestions for how they may support the student.

The CST team consists of teachers who are all able to offer experience
and skills in supporting students with various needs. Before requesting a
CST meeting about your child, the teacher will have addressed their concerns
with you, the parent, through a conference or phone call.
